Retrieve the current directory

Command: GET http://192.168.1.100/dir.xml

Response: dir.xml file

Change Directory

Command: GET http://192.168.1.100/dir.xml?cd bLOG
(LOG = sub-directory name)

Response: ResDIR: Done

Download file

Command: GET http://192.168.1.100/SD\13070112.CSV
13070112.CSV = file name

Response: 13070112.CSV file

Delete file

Command: GET http://192.168.1.100/dir.xml?cd d13070112.CSV

Response: ResDIR: Done
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dir.xml file format

XML tags:
<a> single directory or file

<b> directory or file name </b>
<c> if directory = “-DIR-”, if file = dimension in bytes </c>
<d> last modify date </d>
<e> last modify hour </e>
